STATEWIDE SYSTEM REFORM PROJECT

Coshocton County Juvenile Court was chosen as a Phase | Pilot Site to participate in a study of best
practice protocol for child welfare and courts in Ohio as a collaborative community approach for early
identification of substance abuse in child welfare related cases. As a result, over 212 parents were early
screened at their intake assessment by Child Services Workers for possible referral for treatment, even if
their case did not get filed with the Court. Other strategies are being tested as well, and partners in this
project locally are Coshocton Behavioral Health Choices, Allwell Behavioral Health Services, and
Coshocton County Job & Family Services.
